JOB DESCRIPTIONS FOR LITURGICAL MINISTERS 

Eucharistic Ministers:  Help with the matters related to setup for and 

distribution of the Body and Blood of Christ during Mass as well as cleanup.  

Some take the Eucharist to homebound parishioners, nursing homes, hospitals or 

other such institutions.   

Ministers of Hospitality (Ushers): See to the needs of the Congregation during 

Mass, respond to emergencies that might arise, assist with the orderly flow of 

people and events as needed and take care of closing the church after Mass.  

Lectors (Readers):  Lectors prepare and proclaim Readings, General Petitions/

Intercessions and announcements at the end of Mass.  From time to time, the 

lector is called upon for other proclaiming.   

Servers:  Assist the priest and help the Mass to move along smoothly.  

REQUIREMENTS FOR LITURGICAL MINISTERS 

Expected to be adults active in the life of our parish or active high school youth 

in the Confirmation class or already confirmed.   

Servers are expected to be active adults or children who have received First Holy 

Communion at least one year prior to becoming a server (this fall’s incoming 4th 

graders or up).

Cycles of Faith - 16th Sunday in Ordinary Time  
With Labor Day just six weeks away we are in the middle of summer vacation time 

for most school systems. Some folks plan a significant trip for vacation, traveling 

some distance to visit relatives or see sights or take in events. Others work out a 

number of "staycation" activities that include day trips to places like the zoo, the 

museum, a local beach, or a nearby hiking trail. Statistics tell us that Americans 

work nearly 180 hours more a year than employees in many other countries. While 

the US labor force is at the top in productivity per employee, we are not 

substantially ahead of the workforce in some places with more liberal vacation 

policies. 

This weekend's Gospel offers the same dilemma that most business owners face. 

The disciples reported back to Jesus what they had accomplished. He recognized 

their need for some quiet and rest. But they could not get away from the crowds 

who were continually after them. It's like the company that launches a new product 

or service that suddenly becomes a massive hit. The entrepreneur is faced with the 

problem of how quickly to expand while not over-extending the company in the 

market and at the same time providing for the legitimate needs of the partners and 

employees. 

If you will, the Christian "franchise" faces some of the same problems in the world 

today. There is rapid expansion in some places (Africa, Asia, South America) while 

there is still a need to maintain "business" operations in the original markets 

(Europe, North America). At the same time we want to put out a quality product-if 

we can even talk about the message of Christ in that way. You see how the analogy 

breaks down very quickly. But Jesus knew that his followers needed some quiet 

each day to be able to show his love to others. Prayer and reflection are essential if

Sixteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

CHRISTIAN FORMATION CORNER  
ALTAR SERVERS - By Paul Turner 

Altar servers assist at Mass. They may carry the cross, candles, and incense in 
the procession (General Instruction of the Roman Missal 100). At the 
preparation of the gifts they arrange the corporal, purificator, chalice, pall and 
missal on the altar (139), and assist in receiving the offerings (140). They 
present the water to the priest or deacon (142), who adds some to the wine.

hands (145). They may ring a bell and incense the Body and Blood of Christ 
during the elevations (150). They may exchange peace with other ministers 
(154). After communion they may remove the vessels (163). 

Servers have their own seats (294), and they show their reverence by their 
dress (339), by bowing and genuflecting when appropriate (49, 90), by singing 
and joining in the responses (40). 

The General Instruction of the Roman Missal never suggests that the server 
hold the missal so the priest can read and collect the prayer after communion - 
surely an oversight. The server usually performs this function because the 
priest is supposed to be at the chair rather than the altar, offering these prayers 
with his own hands extended rather than holding the book (124, 127, 165). 

Someone probably assisted as an altar server from the earliest centuries, but 
the first documented encouragement for students to do so dates to the ninth 
century Synod of Mainz. Permission for girls to be altar servers was implicit in 
the 1983 Code of Canon Law, and explicit in a 1992 instruction of the 
Congregation for Divine Worship and the Discipline of the Sacraments.
