How do we know Godôs will? 
 

This is a question a young person asked me recently.  She is entering her last 

year of college and is wondering what is in store for her future.  Sometimes it is 

hard to know exactly what God is asking of us.  Wouldnôt it be so much easier 

for God to simply give us a blueprint at the beginning of our lives and say, 

ñHere is what I want you to do with your life.ò?  If God would do that with each 

of us it certainly would eliminate the guess work we do from time to time.   

The fact of the matter is, however, that God does not give us a simple blueprint 

to follow.  He does, however, make His will for us known in a variety of ways.  

At times these ways are difficult to discover.  Discerning Godôs will for us must 

involve prayer and patience.  Attempting to understand which path we are being 

asked to walk down may be frustrating.  This is why God invites us to take time 

out of our day to spend quietly with Him.  It is during these encounters with God 

that He gently reveals His will for us.  It is important to be silent at times in 

conversations with God instead of us doing all of the askingéor demanding. 

 

Also, let us never underestimate the power of God working through other 

people.  Sometimes it is through these folks that God reveals His will to us.  One 

personôs advice or comment may in fact be the answer or direction we have been 

searching for and asking God to show us.   

 

May our daily prayer life be a help to all of us as we continue to ask:   

ñHow do I know what Godôs will is for me?ò

"When he finds a pearl of great price, he goes and sells all that he has and buys 

it." How many of us think of our faith as "a pearl of great price"? How many of 

us really recognize the precious treasure we already possess? As baptized 

Christians, we have been welcomed into God's family. We are royalty in his 

kingdom! No matter what our status may be on earth, no matter what treasures 

we may or may not own right now, we are heirs of God's heavenly kingdom. 

It is easy to take this for granted, however. On this side of eternity, it's even a 

temptation to forget that we have been adopted into God's family. Right now, for 

us, "the kingdom of heaven is like a treasure buried in a field." That is to say, the 

treasure isn't always so obvious. But that doesn't mean it isn't there. It just means 

that we have to dig a little bit to find it. We have to remove whatever layers of 

dirt or sand may be obscuring the priceless package and bring it back into the 

daylight. 

So where is our treasure buried? What, if anything, is obscuring the full 

flourishing of our faith? Is it buried by the demands of work or school? Is our 

faith hidden beneath the weight of sickness or sorrow? Have we covered it over 

with false "treasures" that only give us fleeting joy? Or have we never even given 

our faith the chance to come into the sunlight at all? 

Whatever it is for each one of us, we should resolve to recover the treasure that 

lies beneath our feet. By giving ourselves to Christ, encountering him regularly 

through prayer, Scripture study, and the sacraments, we too can experience the 

joy of that blessed merchant who, by selling all he had, truly became rich.

Seventeenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
CATHOLIC IDENTITY: THE FAITHFUL DISCERN ASPECTS OF LITURGY 

In the background paper, ñLiturgy,ò the author Rev. John Laurance, S.J., 

associate professor, theology at Marquette University, Milwaukee says, ñNor is 

the liturgy something totally separate from the rest of Christian life in this world. 

Just the opposite. As ritual, it is actually a more explicit and more intense 

participation in Christôs one-for-all self-offering: that mystery which is at the 

heart of all truly human life. By stylizing elements taken from ordinary Christian 

living, distilling out the essence of true human life created and redeemed in 

Christ, the liturgy engages participants ever more fully in those very events in 

Christôs life through which God created and redeemed the world in the first place  

[cf. Col 1:15-20; Heb 1:3; John 1:1-5, 14]. As St. Leo the Great so famously 

writes, óWhat was evident in the life of the Redeemer has passed over into the 

sacraments.ôò 

Below are two priorities in liturgy voted on at the Synod. 

First Priority - 34% - Mass Teaching Resources 

Through new, high-engaging resources, make teaching about the Mass - its 

structure, symbolism and meaning - a top priority in all parish and school 

formation programs, children through adults. 

Second Priority - 29% - Weekend Music, Message and Ministries 

Direct our primary attention and strategic efforts to the weekend so that the 

music, message and ministries form a high-impact, integrated evangelizing 

message of Good News, especially to the lost and seekers. 

Other areas of liturgy, including worship, use of technology, promotion of 

sacraments such as reconciliation were discerned and will be taken into 

consideration as Archbishop Listecki creates his Synodal Declaration. For more 

information, go to www.archmil.org/Synod2014.htm. 

The next key mission area to be featured will be Cultural Diversity - the second 

of eight areas. On September 14, Archbishop Listecki will issue a Synodal 

Declaration, which will include the priorities set for the Archdiocese for the next 

10-15 years. The information from the Synod will assist Archbishop Listecki in 

his discernment process in creating this Declaration.
